Broken Arms Are Among the Most Frequent Crash Injuries in Georgia

The human arm is made up of three main bones: the humerus (upper arm), the radius, and
ulna (forearm). In a violent collision, especially one involving high speeds or rollovers,
these bones can fracture due to blunt force trauma, compression, or sudden brac

ing against the steering wheel or dashboard.

Some of the most common types of arm fractures in crash cases include:

e Distalradius fractures (near the wrist)

e Mid-shaft humerus fractures

e OQOlecranon (elbow) fractures

e Comminuted fractures, where the bone breaks into multiple pieces
e Open fractures, where the bone pierces the skin

e Growth plate injuries in children and teens

Car accidents often involve unnatural forces and awkward angles, which can lead to more
severe or unstable fractures than typical falls or sports injuries. Victims may require
surgery, plates and screws, casting, or long-term physical therapy.

Common Scenarios That Lead to Arm Injuries in Car Crashes

In our decades of legal work, we’ve helped clients with arm injuries resulting from all types
of accidents, including:

e T-bone Collisions: Arms are often crushed or braced during side-impact crashes.
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e Rollover Accidents: The body twists violently, increasing the chance of mid-arm
fractures.

e Rear-End Crashes: Reflexively extending your arms to brace can cause fractures in
wrists and elbows.

e Airbag Deployment: The explosive force of an airbag can cause bone fractures in
the forearm or hand.

e Motorcycle Accidents: Riders are especially vulnerable to arm fractures during
ejection or skidding.

Each of these scenarios presents unique challenges when it comes to proving how the
injury occurred and showing the full impact on your daily life.

What’s the Value of a Broken Arm Injury Claim in Georgia?

There’s no one-size-fits-all answer, but the compensation you may be entitled to depends
on several factors, including:

e Type and severity of fracture

e Whether surgery was required

e Recoverytime and limitations

e |mpactonyourwork and income

e Scarring or permanent disability

e Pain, suffering, and emotional distress

For example, a simple, nondisplaced fracture that heals in six weeks with a cast may result
in a smaller settlement than a displaced or open fracture that requires hardware and
months of rehabilitation. If the injury limits your ability to return to work, especially if you
rely on your arms for manual labor, you may also qualify for lost earning capacity damages.

Even when X-rays clearly show a broken bone, insurance companies will still look for ways
to minimize your claim. Some of their tactics include:

e Claiming the break wasn’t caused by the crash

e Arguing that your injury was “mild” or should have healed quickly
e Blaming you for the accident

e Disputing lostincome if you didn’t miss “enough” work
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e Ignoring long-term limitations or complications

Some insurers may even try to settle early, before you’ve had a full medical workup or
reached maximum recovery, offering a lowball amount that doesn’t reflect your future
needs. That’s why you shouldn’t agree to anything or sign any paperwork until you’ve
talked with an experienced Georgia car accident lawyer.
